Position Summary
Under the direction of the Facility & Equipment Superintendent, this position supervises general labor and
janitorial duties for routine maintenance and repair of District buildings, roadways and facilities.

Essential Responsibilities

e Supervises and assists personnel in daily clean up and routine maintenance including janitorial duties
of the following: Toll Booths and Administration Building (inside and out when required); and Restrooms
at Machine Shop, Electric Shop, Carpenter's Shop and District Services Office Painters' and Machinist’s
Lunch and Locker Rooms.

e Sets up and supervises flagging operations and roadway diversions for crews working on roadway

e Supervise crews engaged in routine and emergency roadway and pavement repairs.

e Assists Cement Mason and Carpenter with Laborers and Equipment to accomplish Bridge work
priorities

e May work in and around Poison Oak

e Directs crew to perform office moves and renovations of District Facilities as required

e Supervises crews engaged in general maintenance and small scale construction activities, which will
include Concrete, Asphalt, Carpentry, and Landscaping

e Inspects work to ensure compliance with prescribed methods, procedures and standards

e Knows and follows the safety and health rules and safe working practices applicable to his or her job.

e Establishes and maintains effective working relationships with District employees, customers, vendors
and all others contacted during the course of work using principles of excellent customer service.

e Performs additional related duties as assigned

e Regular and reliable attendance and performance is required
